Music is taught in class every week and is informed by model music curriculum (March
2021). Lessons are a minimum of 40 minutes and are taught by class teachers.
Teaching is supported by specialist planning, and the Hampshire Music Service
curriculum scheme of work. This musical learning is further supplemented by weekly
singing assemblies for the whole school, lasting 20 minutes.

Part B: Extra-curricular music

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time,
including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music
beyond the core curriculum.

At Stoke Park Infant School, we currently offer individual and small-group instrumental
and vocal lessons through Rocksteady. They visit the school and teach children in
preparation for the Rocksteady concert.

Individual and small group lessons are funded by parents/carers

We work closely with Rocksteady to ensure we can offer the best possible music
opportunities for our children.

We have a Key Stage 1 choir that meets weekly afterschool. This is lead by classroom
staff, including the Music Subject Lead. They take part in the Wyvern Cluster Vocal
Festival.
